A report was submitted to the March Meeting of Council, advising that the
Department of Natural Resources and Water had performed a review of the Stock
Route WateAgreements and had developed a more equitable method for calculating
Water Agreement fees. Council was advised that all previous agreements were
terminated on 30 June 2007, under the Land Protection Act 2002 and that Council
needed to negotiate replacermagreements with landowners. These agreements are
required in order that property owners can legally access the facilities.
